Emphasizing the paradiplomatic approach

Several decades have passed since the collapse of the Soviet Union, and
relations with the former Soviet Union have been on the agenda of Iran's
foreign policy since the day after the collapse. With the collapse of the
bipolar system, Iran made several researches to expand strategic relations
with independent political units. Most of them are officially defined in the
form of diplomacy. This is the fact that the diplomatic multifaceted relations
have changed the levels of diplomacy and political relations of drawers and
paradiplomatic features.
